Greetings! As president of the Executive Board it pleases me to take advantage of the Board Briefs to tell you about im-
portant developments at Harbour Towne.

Of particular note is the Harbour Towne website. The website should be available in April as harbour-towne.com and will
provide easy access to information about our development, board meeting minutes, management and contractor infor-
mation, and other topics of interest to all. By posting meeting minutes on the website we will save on postage and mate-
rial costs associated with our quarterly mailings.

Last fall the long Range Planning Committee sponsored an engineering study of the development. The study looked at
the buildings, docks, facilities and infrastructure to identify any items that need to be repaired or replaced within the fore-
seeable future. GOOD NEWS! While the study did identify a number of items of concern, most are small and easy to fix.
Overall the development is in very good condition. Now, based on the study, the LRP committee is developing a ten year
plan for managing future repairs — an important step in controlling assessments and limiting the need for special assess-
ments.

| am pleased to report that we are about to realize a significant savings that can be attributed to the new breakwater.
Before the breakwater we understood that the Association would have to replace F Dock at a cost of $ . Now that
the dock is protected by the breakwater, we have accepted a much lower bid to modify the existing dock. Both the Board
and the dock contractor are highly confident the maodifications will save the dock.
